Officer Stewart reported that a dead tree was removed on Aylesbury, a stove removed on
Goose Creek. He cited another and fined another abandoned vehicle.

Commissioner Vazquez affirms the Treasurer’s report.

Sanitation —Commissioner Michele Fawver
Commissioner Fawver was absent.

Public WorksN Commissioner Audrey Wagner
Commissioner Wagner reported that streetlights have been repaired.

UnbPnished Business

Green Space —Commissioner Rupp made a motion to approve BTM Engineering firm to
handle the storm water drainage project and to spend up to $7,000. Motion was seconded by
Commissioner Wagner. Motion passed.

This drainage project will improve storm water drainage issues on Langdon by replacing the 24
inch pipe with a 48 inch pipe.

Additional cleanup was done including cutting vegetation such as honeysuckle that the forestry
cleaning could not reach. Regrowth of invasive plants was sprayed.

MSD Resolution and Memorandum of Understanding Agreement related to $4,800 grant
received —Motion was made by Commissioner Rupp to approve resolution authorizing Mayor
Judith Crowe to be the signer for the MSD Memorandum of Understanding Agreement. Motion
was seconded by Commissioner Vazquez. Motion passed.

Removal of former Commissioner Shalonda Gregory as signer at PNC Bank, Stock Yards
Bank, L & N and addition of Commissioner Pamela Vazquez as a signer — Commissioner
Rupp made a motion to add Commissioner Pamela Vazquez as a signer at PNC Bank, Stock
Yards Bank and L & N as well as to remove Shalonda Gregory due to her resignation as
Commissioner of Finance. Motion seconded by Commissioner Wagner. Motion passed.
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Snow RemovalN Mayor Crowe will call around to ask for bids, including contacting Roe, who
provided snow removal service last winter. Mayor Crowe also mentioned that she will ask for a
bid from the company that is possibly going to provide service to both Meadow Vale and
Westwood this year. The City of Rolling Hills has four miles of streets to be plowed, as the
basis of our bids. November 16t is the date of the City’s next Commission meeting and the
deadline for all snow removal bids.

Our landscaper, David Ricci, commented that he declines to bid due to a prior commitment
with another city.

Rebar at Tiverton and HabershamN It is a potential safety hazard and David Ricci will look at
it and take corrective action if possible.

Christmas lights and decorationsN  Commissioner Fawver was absent. Commissioner Rupp
made a motion to approve spending up to $1,500 for Christmas lights to be installed and
removed. Motion was seconded by Commissioner Wagner. Motion passed.

Mayor Crowe will contact Commissioner Fawver and request that lights be turned on after
Thanksgiving and all lights and décor removed in January 2022.

New Business
